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Guiding questions for assessment:

1.  What is the learner supposed to learn/be able to do? 

2.  What is evidence of that learning?

3. What kinds of tasks will enable learners to show evidence of the learning?  

4. How will the evidence be evaluated?

5. What will happen with the results?

Characteristics of competency-based assessment

1) It is geared toward year-end objectives/competencies that focus on communication and meaning; linguistic aspects (grammar, pronunciation, vocabulary) are in a supporting role; 

2) It requires learners to perform a task in which they use language to fulfill a purpose that simulates real-life:

• there is a context or situation provided

• it provides a genuine/authentic purpose and audience (beyond the teacher), so the focus is on communication;

3) student interest is addressed so that it is engaging

4) expectations are clear in terms of e.g. genre, length, topic

5) criteria for evaluating the task are clear
